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BOSKA MAKES A BANG IN COLLEGIATE DEBUT 

FOR DREW CROSS COUNTRY 
Madison, NJ – Drew cross country runner Chelsea Boska (Niskayuna, NY) made her teammates and area opponents sit up and take notice Saturday afternoon as the freshman runner won the William Paterson University Cross Country Invitational in her first-ever collegiate appearance.  Boska’s first-place finish also marked Drew’s first-ever winner at any Invitational other than their own in recent memory.   Boska ran a time of 21:02 to beat out  Kelly Bauer of St. Thomas Aquinas by 20 seconds (21:22), Stockton’s Jacqui Wojtaszek (21:28) and  host WPU’s Erika Boyal (21:50).  

“Chelsea’s win is an affirmation and reinforcement of what we have been trying to instill in our athletes,” said second-year head coach Mark Leibowitz.  “We stress every day that hard work will pay off if you give it time and patience.   What a great feather in the cap for Chelsea to be able to say that she took home first place in her very first collegiate meet.  For me it’s an indication that Drew cross country is on the rise and we’re ready to make some noise.”   

The Rangers had two additional runners place in the top 20:  Senior Nina Dziopa (22:15) and freshman Laura Cloak (22:33) placed 12th and 18th, respectively.   Also making an impact was newcomer Hilda Gomez whose time of 25:29 placed 42nd.    Senior Julie Agia (25:37), junior Liz Vail (26:35) Leah Hull-Rawson (26:48) and freshman Nicole Fredrickson (27:07)  placed 46th, 49th 50th  and 53rd respectively.   The Rangers finished as a team in 5th place behind Stockton, Adelphi, Georgian Court and Felician colleges.
On the men’s side where roster numbers have been an issue, another freshman is trying to help the Rangers begin to make a name for themselves.  Max-Greger Moser (Hamden, CT) placed 46th in the 80 runner field with a time of 31:40, posting a faster time than any male Drew runner did the entire 2004 season.  Fellow freshman Ian Broome (Marion, MA) placed 58th (33:18), followed by freshman David Perry (Sayville, NY) with a 63rd place time of 34:17.
